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A performance of 12 scenes

The programme "20 Young people, 12 Monuments – A performance of 12 scenes" has been created to celebrate the presidency of Cyprus in the European Union during the second half of 2012. At the same time, it supports and strengthens the promotion of the Cypriot culture in Europe and serves as a basis for fostering social cohesion and a deeper understanding of a shared European cultural identity among all citizens of the European Union. The programme is funded by the Cultural Services of the Ministry of Education and Culture of the Republic of Cyprus.
The principal aim of the programme is to bring together 20 young people aged 18-30 who are citizens of member countries of the European Union in order to take part in workshops hosted in Cyprus for a period of 6 days of collaboration and co-existence. The workshops use drama as their main focal point and develop on the use of pieces of literature (theatrical plays, poems, traditional songs, legends and stories) as stimuli for dramatisation.  The pieces of literature used in the workshops are related to the Cypriot tradition and history and are linked inseparably with specific historical monuments of Cyprus through the myths and stories they relate. Each participant will contribute to the workshop processes with a piece of literature that represent stories and legends from his /her own country. All pieces of literature will be studied and worked upon by the participants and the workshops’ leader and will eventually become pieces of dramatisation that will be performed in 12 monuments of Cyprus. 

Participation is open to individuals from any member country of the European Union. Each chosen participant will have the opportunity to also take part in the filming of a documentary, which will narrate the 6-day process and will be subsequently shown in festivals around Europe, disseminating the contribution of the programme in promoting the cultural activity of Cyprus during the EU presidency. 
The programme "20 Young people, 12 Monuments – A performance of 12 scenes" suggests the use of theater as a tool for communication and cultural dialogue between participants. Theatre also assists the construction of a 'mosaic' of literary recitation that, through the creative and symbolic interpretation that is given by the team during the workshop process, will be reproduced as cultural heritage of every individual, regardless of nationality.

The programme will last 6 days from the 23rd until the 29th of August 2012 and will consist of three parts:

a) Workshops/seminars with drama activities focusing on the study of pieces of literature from each country participating. All pieces of literature must have a theme that is connected with the Cypriot tradition/culture through the history of the 12 monuments chosen as the performance spaces. 
b) Traveling to 12 historic sites around the island which deal with the workshops and reading/dramatisation, within the area of ​​these monuments. Texts will be created and selected by the participants in all languages. 
c) Creation of a documentary that records the progress of the project which will be used to disseminate the results of the programme throught its promotion in festivals and become a source for future dvelopments on the subjects worked upon by all collaborating organisations and individuals.
