Project Summary

2. Volunteers should work well in multicultural environments and be respectful of cultural differences

3. Volunteers are required to assist in the financial obligations. They are responsible for:

· Obtaining their own visas, vaccinations and insurance

· Volunteers will be asked to contribute €850 towards their travel expenses

· Volunteers will not need to cover room and board cost, as these will be covered by the hosting organization in Sri Lanka
