Summary of the Project:

“Colors of Music- A Remedy for Social Exclusion” is an Action 3.1 Youth project, involving different countries and neighbouring countries of Europe.

The project will focus on using Art & Music as an arena for preventing social exclusion and building intercultural dialogue. 

The activities in the project aim to develop social inclusion and intercultural learning of young people from different cultural, ethnic and religious backgrounds. As far as the development and implementation of projects are concerned, this means that young people participating in the project should become aware of its intercultural dimension as a tool for social inclusion. Intercultural working methods will be used to enable project participants to participate on an equal basis.

We hope this project will maintain the developing of young people’s sense of belonging to the European Union, fostering the mobility of young people in Europe, developing intercultural dialogue within the youth field, promoting the fundamental values of the Union to young people, in particular respect for human dignity, equality, respect for human rights, tolerance and non-discrimination, including young people with disabilities.

We also hope this project will encourage initiative, enterprise and creativity among the youths, and hopefully create a network for the future, both among the youths participating in the project but also among the organisations cooperating in the project.
Aims of the project:

· The project integrate all participants in the project. The participants will be involved to maintain the different tasks in the project like promotion, culture evening, concerts, workshops and the presentations of the participating groups. The project will focus on youths in Art & Music  and the problems they have to face to become artists & musicians that manage to reach the stage. There are a lot of youngsters dreaming about to be a star, but the way to the stage is often a long way with a lot of challenges. We want to maintain workshops focusing on these challenges and to exchange the experiences the participants have had and also let some professional artists & musicians contribute with their experiences.

· The meeting in Kuşadası/ TURKEY will focus on Social Inclusion and Intercultural Dialogue, and the exchange of experience among the participants, representing differences in culture, food, language, geography, history, music etc. The project-language is English and that will make it easier for the participants to communicate, when everybody must use a second language.

· When the participants arrive to the project in Kuşadası, we will start with a social-mingling, so we can establish a good social environment  and get to know eachother. We will also take the participants on a guidedtour in the local area of Kuşadası, so they get to know something about the culture and history of the city.

· The participants will stay, eat, work, play and share experiences together, and this is the best way of keeping up an intercultural dialogue and social inclusion.

· The culture-evening will give the participants a chance to make a presentation of their local area and the country they represent. The presentation can implement food, drink, leaflets and presentation/ information on CD/DVD. This is also a really good chance for the participants to maintain the intercultural dialogue besides socially integration. To make an exciting mixture we will put up some sound equipment, so the participants from the different countries can jam together. This is very exciting, to see youths from different culture and musicbackground play together.  

· This is a democratic project so the participants can influence of the development of the meeting. They can contribute at the workshops and develop the content of the project. The participants will also develop a website for the project and start to communicate with each other before the meeting in Kuşadası.
