Program 

- 4-6 hours per day on average

· The participation of around 10 local volunteers and 10 EVS volunteers to the campaign’s action

The roles and responsibilities of the volunteers:

Local and EVS volunteers will have responsibilities and they will be involved in all the necessary steps for realizing this activity, from its designing and implementation to its evaluation. They will organize creation workshops and public meetings, they will design the promoting materials and the campaigns, they will establish the indicators that are going to be used in monitoring and evaluating the campaigns, etc.

· administrating the specific designed section from the project’s website;

· creating a data base with the persons who want to receive information about the campaign; 

· posting and distributing of leaflets and flyers

· organizing meetings with ethnic organizations and youth local organizations for making local efforts to implement the campaign

· realizing presentation materials about the importance of blood donation as an act of solidarity

Description:

On a first phase, local volunteers together with the EVS ones will structure a presentation about the significances of blood donation. This will be supported by the coordinating association.  As a result of this presentation attended by the all volunteers, the project will establish a list of persons who will participate to the implementation of the campaign. It is worth mentioning that the list of these persons will remain opened, the next step being to make it public by posting it on the website of the project.

Together with the responsible in charge with the activity, the volunteers will share their tasks: realizing the visual identity elements and the campaign messages, setting the channels of persuading the target group, organizing the promoters’ teams of the campaign.

The revaluation of the campaign’s results and of its impact on the local community will be done in a less than 10 working days’ period starting from the end of the campaign. Images of the campaign, articles that reflect the actions of the implementing team and also interviews on this subject will be found on the website of the project as a resulting material.
