So you ask “And what do you want to do?” 

And we say: A Training Course on Human Rights Education by youth, for youth and for children. 

Education as Activism is a Training Course that fosters young people’s competences as peer educators in the field of Human Rights. Education is one of the most sustainable forms of political activism and youth have a great potential to contribute to the community they life in – and thus to Europe, when they take care of a group of younger peers and discover with them their rights as humans and the responsibilities that come with them. The Training Course also addresses youth workers and leaders to act as multipliers in using Human Rights Education approaches with younger youth. Citizenship is about co-creating your environment and for it to have a culture of human rights everybody needs to be an educator and a learner at the same time. This Training Course wants to support that process. 

Where and how? 

In Wroclaw, Poland. In the Angelus Silesius Meeting House. Please find details about a hostel Silesius. 

All accommodation and food costs, as well as all other costs connected to the program are covered by the Angelus Silesius House. The project is co-financed by the Polish National Agency of Youth in Action Programme.

We will reimburse 70 % of the travel costs. 

The enrolment fee is 40 EUR and will be taken from travel costs reimbursement. 

There will be 24 participants from 6 countries (Lithuania, Latvia, Italy, Romania, Hungary and Poland) 

Programme will be lead by using active methods of non formal education (e.g small group work, simulation game, personal presentations, group presentations, brainstorming, visits and personal experiences) 

Programme will be lead in ENGLISH. 

When? 

We start on the evening of the 13.12.2009 and you weʼll work until the 19.12.2009, so departure on the 20st. 

And who should come? 

Youth leaders, youth workers and young people, who work with peers or children, wanting to develop their competences in Human Rights Education. 

And you keep on asking: “What do we want to achieve?” 

Our aim is to provide a space for young people to develop their competences in Human Rights Education with younger peers in order to empower them to contribute to and co-create a local, regional and European 

community with a culture of Human Rights. 

Ha, now you think: “Sounds good, but what do you want to do concretely?” 

And we say: 

๏ We want to encourage reflection of your own competences and your motivations to be educationally active. 

๏ We want to develop your understanding of Human Rights and discuss with you concepts such as universality, justice, humanity. 

๏ We want to raise your understanding of European Citizenship and what that means for you and your daily life. 
๏ We want to try out different ways how you can do Human Rights Education with younger peers. 

๏ We would like to plan with you local initiatives that feature Human Rights Education.
