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Within the project Involving Understanding Together, a group of six volunteers will work towards the development of youth with the Mission Centre organization located in Bangalore. 


There are two different types of jobs available for volunteers under this project. Volunteers may choose between spending their time with youth at a local highschool or at a Montessori home for disadvantaged children. 


Volunteers working at the high-school will ride the school bus and upon arrival each day will help plan and teach informal lessons in the arts, mathematics, English, and environmental awareness, in addition to carrying out workshops encompassing various themes. 


Volunteers working with youth at the Montessori home will help the children in their everyday lives ranging from waking-up in the mornings and eating breakfast to helping them clean their rooms. Furthermore the volunteer will assist staff with lesson planning and teaching the children in subjects ranging from mathematics to yoga and outdoor learning activities.  


During the weekend, volunteers have spare time and usually just relax or take the opportunity to explore other parts of their local town and India. Long weekends may be permitted to travel and experience the many mystifying sights throughout India.


Volunteers will also have the distinct possibility of creating and implementing their own projects for the foundation or within the local community.

Please take note of the following conditions that apply to each possible participant:


* Candidates should have a keen interest in youth and/or project development and should work well in groups and multicultural environments.





* Volunteers should be prepared to tackle the challenges associated with volunteer-work abroad including health and safety risks. Volunteers can reduce these risks by following recommendations for locally appropriate behavior, exercising sound judgment, and abiding by Code-X International policies and procedures. 





*Volunteers have all of the rights and responsibilities within the EVS Charter including our effort to ensure a productive, healthy, and safe experience for volunteers through collaboration on project development with local communities, and access to a project mentor who is there to ensure support and meet with volunteers weekly.
