Inclusiv-E is a PBA – Partnership Building Activity – Action 4.3 Youth in Action that aims at bringing together, for 6 working days, youth leaders and youth workers interested into developing new projects aiming at social inclusion and combating poverty.

Date: 10th – 16th of  August 2010 (6 working days)

Venue: Ankara, Turkey
Participants: 20 (2 participants per organization) youth workers, leaders and volunteers from Youth in Action program countries who work with young people and want to improve their knowledge and skills in the field of international projects on social inclusion and combating poverty topics.

Working language: English
The major aim of this partnership building activity is to motivate and empower participants to start projects on the topic of social inclusion and combating poverty in the YOUTH IN ACTON Program and to improve the quality of these projects by encouraging participants to use the opportunities of international youth co-operation and by giving them methodology and methods for this purpose.
The project had been designed according to the 2010’s priorities – European year for Combating Poverty and for Social Inclusion and has the following objectives:
· Networking – representatives of the NGOs from EU and programme countries working together to come up with new sustainable ideas for future projects

· Debating – upon the priorities of 2010 and their transfer to the local projects and initiatives 

· Creating opportunities – for the youngsters in the risk of poverty and social exclusion – through the new sustainable ideas that would come out of this PBA. 

· to make social inclusion and combating poverty, usable and useful to youth workers, leaders and volunteers who are active in the work with young people; 

· to promote a broad understanding of social inclusion and combating poverty while respecting the diversity of youth and social-cultural realities in Europe today; 

· to provide participants with concrete ideas to motivate, engage and involve young people to take action for human rights in their own way in international level by achieving “multiplying effect”; 

· to bring a clear view on the possibilities in the YOUTH IN ACTION program; 

· to prevent potential troubles and difficulties during international projects; 

· to provide support and time for the participants to develop their own activities in the frame of the YOUTH IN ACTION program; 

· to support the inter cultural and inter professional exchange between participants, to exchange experiences in the youth participation work; 

· to develop the competence to direct one’s own learning. 

Methods:

By reaching these objectives this project promotes and supports young people’s involvement in democratic life, spurring them on to be active citizens who care about their communities and understand the value of social inclusion and combating poverty. 

This PBA is based on series of activities aimed at promoting social inclusion and combating poverty and cooperation in European youth work and at supporting the development of quality projects under the Youth in Action Program.

A variety of working methods will be used throughout the project. The practical workshops will be the main element of the programme. Active participation, group and team work, learning by doing, simulation exercises, groups’ dynamics, interactive role-plays as well as theoretical inputs will be the basis of the course.

Co-operative learning will be used to seek outcomes that are beneficial to all members of the group, to promote higher achievement and greater productivity. We aim at promoting competencies of facilitation, group work, decision-making, respect and empathy for the other participants. We also hope to improve the participants’ skills to promote inter cultural tolerance, conduct proper ice breaking activities and energizers and motivate interest and participation within a given group.
Financial aspects:

· The program will cover 100% of board and logging expenses;

· 70% of participants travel cost from home to Ankara  will be reimbursed;

· 100% of visas costs (if necessary) will be reimbursed to the participant;

· 10 Euro participation fee.
