The context and motivation of the training:

This training is an answer on need of the partner organizations for alternative and more flexible methods of youth work and ways of learning for youngsters with fewer opportunities and specially those who are under threat of social exclusion. In our opinion drama due to its variety of forms and possibility of experiential learning can be the most effective method of informal learning and work against youth marginalization. 

During the 6-days training we want participants: - to explore different kind of youth work and youth art techniques that can be used as non-formal learning tools to support young people in their personal and social development; - to collect and compare the best practices of the youth work in the fields of social integration, prevention of youngsters exclusion, social animation; - to understand how these practices are coherent with the building up of European awareness and concept of active European citizenship. We will encourage participants to establishing new contacts and developing common project ideas for the future international collaboration.
Participants and recruitment: 

This training will bring together a maximum of 20 youth workers from Europe and EECA countries. Within partnership recruitment we will specifically select those organizations who work mainly with groups which are inactive at a European level, such as young people who are isolated e.g. through living in a rural area, or who are disengaged, disinterested or disadvantaged e.g. through unemployment, being emigrant, refugee or originating from the socially marginalized communities.

Language of the training: English
