	What is All About


The programme is designed to give you knowledge and skills to develop and realise your Youth Democracy project after the course. The following elements can be in the program:

· YOUTH IN ACTION programme. You will get information about the YOUTH IN ACTION programme and particularly the criteria of Action 1.3 Youth Democracy projects  

· Concept of participation. You will reflect on the concept of youth participation to get a better understanding.

· Project management. You will reflect on current needs in your local community. You will define concrete project ideas to answer those needs. You will set up the first steps development of your Youth Democracy project.

· Teamwork and the partnerships. You will be given suggestions to help work in teams (at local and international level): decision-making process, division of tasks, and cooperation between the partner groups. 

· Intercultural setting. You will meet people from all over Europe to exchange experiences, work on participation, develop future actions etc 

· Contact making. You will get to know each other projects and organisations and will have the opportunity to further develop cooperation with them.
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	Methodology


The Training Course will be based on the principles and practice of non-formal education taking into account your needs, motivations and previous experiences as starting point of the programme. A diversity of working methods will be used for learning about Youth Democracy project management: thinking together, brainstorming, creating new ideas, discussions, debates, simulations, etc. You will be supported actively to work on concrete projects and enabled to apply for Action 1.3 of the YOUTH IN ACTION programme.

	Where and When?


The training course will be organised in Bursa Turkey from the 8 to 13 February 2011  
Venue: Bursa Turkey
Bursa  is a city in northwestern Turkey and the seat of Bursa Province. With a population of 2,550,645 (2009),[ it is Turkey's fourth largest city, as well as one of the most industrialized and culturally charged metropolitan centers in the country.

Bursa is settled on the northwestern slopes of Mount Uludağ in the southern Marmara Region. It is bordered by the Sea of Marmara and Yalova to the north; Kocaeli and Sakarya to the northeast; Bilecik to the east; and Kütahya and Balıkesir to the south.

The city is frequently cited as "Yeşil Bursa" (meaning "Green Bursa") in a reference to the parks and gardens located across its urban tissue, as well as to the vast forests in rich variety that extend in its surrounding region. The city is synonymous with Mount Uludağ which towers behind its core and which is also a famous ski resort. 
Bursa is also home to some of the most famous Turkish dishes, especially candied chestnuts and İskender kebap. Its peaches are also well-renowned.

Organisers: Civil Dialogue Association
Civil Dialogue Association has been established to foster the dialogue among different parts of the society, support the development of Civil Society and increase the awereness of Turkish Citizens about the EU Accession. We run several projects both in local, national and international level in order to let the society enliven and take their part into the decision-making process. Our ambition is to create an active, responsible, galvanized and creative community. In order to reach the objectives of our Association, we have applied for a project to Turkish National Agency right after the establishment; and our project, EU Youth Program Action 5.1, namely “Structural Dialogue for Youth”, has been implemented in 2010. The project gave youngsters opportunities to compose local youth policies. Moreover the Association deals with other youth projects, specifically European voluntary Service.

Civil Dialogue is also an accredited organization in European Voluntary Service ( Action 2) by sending and coordinating activity. So far we have more then 10 volunteers abroad and host 8 volunteers in Turkey.
