Α short description of our organization
The Cyprus Youth Council C.Y.C (. is the only youth organization that represents both political and non-political organizations in Cyprus, since 1996. CYC is a union of non-governmental Youth Organizations, a non profit organization based on volunteerism which today has 51 NGYOs as members. Also CYC is the first union NGYOs in Cyprus which gives equality to political and non-political youth organizations and is active full member of the European Youth Forum and other international youth forums. Aims of CYC: To promote the dialogue and communication among NGYOs To offer a representative framework for the member organizations, to develop initiatives, implement actions, exchange information and experiences and develop a dialogue in issues that involve youth To develop European Consciousness within the Cyprus youth To empower the participation of youth I political, social and cultural life and active citizenship To promote the recognition of NGYOs and non-formal education from the wider public To promote the participation of youth in decision-making bodies on issues that involves them


Action 1 - Youth Exchanges bring together groups of young people aged between 15 and 25 from different backgrounds and from several countries, providing them with an opportunity to meet, and tackle issues under various themes. This leads to a better understanding of the diversity of culture, and to an appreciation of the value of that diversity. Group exchanges aim to combat prejudices and stereotypes, to promote active citizenship and to raise positive awareness of other cultures among the young participants and in local host communities.

Summary of the project:

The project enables meeting of young people coming from different cultures, different social and ethnic environments. Through the means of various activities (e.g. workshops, discussion clubs, getting to know cultural-historical heritage and protected natural areas) participants will have the possibility of informal education and learn about human rights. The activities aim to promote intercultural dialogue and allowing the participants to get in contact with each other and with the foreign cultures. 
We will also discuss list some of the most recognized human rights such us: Right to live, exist, To work for anyone, To own property, Free Speech Security, Safety from violence, Protection from the law, Fair trial, To be innocent until proven guilty, To be a citizen of a country, To vote e.t.c 

In this project we will discuss about the culture, the ethics, the education system, the music, the traditional dances of all the partner groups. We will have lectures, team games, workshops and discussion about all the unique cultures that are included under Europe. We are going to make activities with the aim of knowing Europe: quiz, building maps, sport games, presenting traditional histories, workshops and outdoor activities. The main topic of our exchange is discovering cultures and during the activities we will try to build bridges between the European Youth and protect the human rights
The participants will gain intercultural insight and better understanding of necessity of maintenance varieties of cultures and richness of ethnic groups in the process of unification of Europe and world globalization.
In a multilateral exchange they would like to find new additional interpretation and thus widen their cultural views. The work shops offered during the exchange are to give a background for the intercultural dialogue.

During the programme will be enough time and place to exchange ideas, to discover common interests with other youth and to strengthen the European cooperation in the youth field.
There'll be intercultural nights, which means presenting us your place through photos, videos, music, food, drinks... And creativity! 

The groups can propose energizers, group building games, cooperation games to be played!

This project will apply in the frame of “Youth in Action Program”, so we will cover 70% of participants’ travel cost and we will provide accommodation, boards, food and all the activities.
