	Description of project idea incl. theme and activities
	The General purpose of this call for proposals is to support projects which promote information and communication actions with a European dimension that are aimed at young people and youth leaders. The projects proposed must enhance the dissemination of quality information and increase young people’s access to information and to various channels of communication at both national and European levels.
