Name: The taste of DEMOCRACY

Type: Youth Democracy project

Partner profile: NGO/ informal group/municipality/other governmental body that is somehow related or at least interested in culture agreement making processes and democracy. Partner should be interested and motivated to develop a possibility to take part in agreement making processes by investigating, getting to know how to do it and trying to keep  cooperation with people who make agreements affecting culture life for young people in local community.
Project dates can change – it depends on partner suggestions if needed. And travelling dates we will discussed together.

The main idea of the project:

Preparation:

Each partner group investigates and observes the topic of Democracy processes in EU and in its country to be aware of the processes and able to discuss about. As all project is referred to culture sphere – the processes of democracy is asked to be done in culture field (culture problems, agreement making about culture things, work of culture commissions in local municipality, region or city). Each group prepares presentation what is taste of democracy in their understanding (before international discussions). This is a work of creativity and fantasy based on young people knowledge and understanding of democracy.

Expeditions:

All groups travel to partner resident country/region/city to investigate together democracy processes, to discuss and make a common presentation – paper to distribute in the local area. Young people discuss on how youth can take part in local culture agreement making processes, how they can affect them. It means that participants meet local people who make agreements on those things.

Simulation:

Young people come together and simulate EU parliament. They switch to the roles of agreement makers and in that way they agree on problems (defined by young people in discussions). Young people form up an ideal model of cooperation before young people and local agreement makers in sphere of culture activities.

Evaluation and future action.

Young people give feedback and think of  opportunities and threats of the project as well as about sustainability of this project.

Visibility of the project is provided by participants – there is a special section in partner web pages, there are articles in local newspapers, there are papers spreaded in local area.
During project there will be also extra activities: role plays, ice-brakers, treasure hunters, sport activities, international evening, culture evenings, sightseeing and etc.

Co-financing
Program finance 75% of all project activities, which means that 25% is self financial resources.  Applicant country will give resources for each partner to be able to realize project activities. Financing rules are all explored in Youth in Action program rules.
