IDEA
The “Creating Youth in the World ” bring 2 unemployed youthleaders each organisation  including new users of EU candidates countries within the  Youth programme and others who never used before: Ukraine, Azerbaijan, Georgia, Spain, Portugal, Slovenia, Turkey, Romania, Bulgaria, Moldova,  Sweden, Belgium, Russia and Belarus.
14 countries organisations together from new to old users of the Youth programme, where all participants have been long term unemployed and need coaching to restart life  and why not starting a project? They have never ever or have no experience of managing a youth project get together in Ukraine and learn, create and get education how to implant, start, develop around a youth project with volunteers. Further more we invite countries that are from big big economic crisis in EU such as Portugal & Spain to exchange their experience of life by dealing with their life.
-The methodology in the training course is based on values of non-formal education, intercultural, individual, experiential and experience-based learning. 

-The methodology to be used is learners-centered: encouraging active involvement of the participants, creative and critical thinking and the multiplying approach through promoting the idea of international co-operation in the field of youth work. 

-The working methods are diverse and planned to meet the needs and expectations of the participants as well as to lead towards of the aim and objectives of the project.

PRACTICALITIES
Travel
Reimbursement of Travel

· Travel expenses are 70% reimbursed (on presentation of the relevant receipts) if you travel in the cheapest way, the payment will be made by bank transfer, NOTE! No cash reimbursement only by bank transfer.
Upon arrival in Ukraine participants shall be able to photocopy their travel tickets but we want you to photocopy them already in your country before using in the travel so we have the full copy of the original ticket and official receipts (2 copies). Once proof of travel cost is collected and the hosts will reimburse 70% of the total travel cost. 
    -     No business class tickets, taxi or flights that are more cheap to go by 
          train, The NA do not accept such receipts as they not in the programme

    -     OBS. That if you not have a receipt we cannot cover your travels at all.
           You must take the transport that has receipts.
            Such as taxi drives that have no invoice – OBS. You will not get 
           reimbursement for that!
· Observe that the reimbursement for EU countries will only be made 3 months after the activities of the program because the national agency reimburses the grant only after the final report. 

· Together with the preliminary agreement Part III, we also need to know your whole estimated draft travel expenses and the name of the city that you travel including the mean of transport (train, car, bus, and plane).  

· Participants are expected in Ukraine 08th may 2013 and depart the following 15th may 2013. This means that participants are hosted for 7 nights and that contact persons are to book participants’ travel tickets on these dates early to avoid full flights. The travel tickets booked should be notified to us as soon as possible and registered on the delegates registration form (will be sent to you after approval of the project). 

· When you get a offer of the travel flight are recommended as they are the cheapest you shall contact the project coordinator to check if the price is reasonable and if maybe in Sweden we can buy cheaper flights.
Participation fee:

EU countries: 70 Euro
NO EU-countries or other countries: 20 Euro
Accommodation

Participants will be accommodated at no charge for a maximum of 7 nights on full board basis (breakfast, lunch and dinner) at the youth hostel. 
Delegates will be accommodated 2 persons in a room and thus each delegate will be sharing the room.  We shall however do our outmost to try to satisfy all your accommodation demands. 

Food and Beverages

Since delegates will stay on a Full Board basis and Half Board Basis, all meals shall be covered by the hosts. However, in the case of beverages (both alcoholic and non-alcoholic) delegates are expected to purchase their own. Therefore we recommend that participants have some money available.

Dietary / Health Conditions

If you have any particular dietary restrictions or suffer serious health conditions or allergies, kindly indicate this in the registration form.

Extra Nights

Whilst air companies operate daily flights to a number of destinations, some other destinations only receive flights from Ukraine once or twice a week. This might encourage participants to stay for extra days.

· Also participants may be interested in discovering the Ukraine and stay over for a post-event break. We are therefore encouraging participants to stay for extra days in Ukraine and have made arrangements by themselves. The extra nights are going to be paid by the participants and so be reduced from the Reimbursement because we as organizers are going to pay for all the nights of the participants from 08th to 15th may 2013. As we said extra nights are going to be paid by participants.

If the above reasoning if not satisfactory. You may also search other hotels listed online in internet.
Transfers

Transfers from the airport to youth hostel shall be organized by the hosts and this is why indication of arrival time / flight number is required on the delegates registration form.

Delegates requiring an entry VISA to enter Ukraine should inform us in the delegates registration form. If your country is a Member State of the European Union you need no VISA. Outside the European Union, there is a probability that a visa is required so please check with your local authorities. The hosts will send an official invitation letter which participants must then present to the nearest Embassy or Ukraine Consulate – VISA will then be issued. It is required that participants send a copy of the passport together with the delegates’ registration forms.

Insurance

Participants are required to be in possession of a travel insurance policy, since this will not be covered by the hosts. Whilst organizing the event with utmost diligence, the hosts are nonetheless relieved of any obligation or responsibility arising from death, personal injury, illness, theft or any other misfortunate circumstance. Participants are to indicate insurance cover in the delegates registration form, and encouraged to effect such insurance policy as precaution is better than cure!
