Title: Young Music in Europe

Duration: 18 Month

Starts: between 02 of January and 31 of March 2010

Ends: between 31 of June 2011 and 31 of August 2011
Event in Vienna: in May or June 2011!

Participants: 3-6 other non profit organizations, which are working with young people and music anywhere in Europe Union, Efta Countries (Iceland, Liechtenstein and Norway) or Turkey…

Age of Participants: between 12 and 18 years old. (Please note that nobody will be forced to participate at the Final Event in Vienna, so if there are some 12 year old girls or boys who don’t have the possibility to come to the Final Event there would be no problem).

Applicate to us till: 8th of September 2009.

Application to the EU: till 30th of September 2009 (We do it…)

Content:

We were searching about a possibility to connect our project: “Sounds Works” with other projects within Europe. Now we found the Youth in Action 4.4 program which offers us a possibility to do that with funds of the European Union. 

So in what consists our project Sounds Works?  

We tried to do a music workshop with young underprivileged people. So this functioned quite well and so we got on and now we produced a CD with them… We focused on the whole process of how to produce a CD. From the original text writing, the beat making, the production process, the graphic design was all part of the project and we tried to focus also on the self reflecting process with the youngsters e.g. in aspects on violence, gender, nationalism etc.  
So we wondered if there weren’t any similar projects in Europe which we could connect with to get started an internet based web 2.0 application for music groups of NGOs which are working with music with young people in Europe. 
So we are trying to open up this workshop also in direction of new media e.g. to work with live stream, music clips etc. 

And last but not least we are planning an encounter of all the participating projects in Vienna at the end of the project! Of course we are also interested in a discussion about working with young people and music/ new media at the pedagogical level. Various experiences of different organizations of different countries are welcome!
Requirements to participate in:
So in our imagination you should have done or wanting to do a similar project with young people between 12 and 18 years old, and are willing to participate in actualizing the web page with products of your workshop, this could be: songs, photos, video clips, clips from a concert, live stream of a concert, short films as a making off of a production… And of course there should be an interest in participating at the final Event in Vienna for some of the participating groups, singers and youth workers or musicians who do work as project leaders. And there should be someone with a quite good level of English, Spanish, or German to communicate with.
And of course basics in the internet use like a broadband connection and the use of web 2.0 applications as e.g. my space or facebook should be no problem.
