Youth immigrants and IDPs

 Inclusion activities as a tool for conflict prevention
After the Russian-Georgian war the formation of new groups of IDPs created new problems in social life of Georgia. A problem of migration and IDP’s is actual for several COE countries. Among IDPs the most vulnerable groups are children and youth. Their full social integration would be an important step on the way to decrease the risk of new conflicts. On example of Georgia, Inclusion of these groups would deprive politicians of an argument saying that their right to return is a reason to re-take Abkhazia and South Ossetia by force. The same risk exists in other post-conflict regions in the remaining countries of Southern Caucasus, and Moldova. In order to decrease this risk, sharing the experience of inclusion activities is needed. It can be provided by NGOs from countries with significant migrant groups as Austria, Germany. Better social cohesion and inclusion of young people – one of the priorities of COE in youth sector – may be achieved this way. 
Main themes of the meeting are: 

Migrants in post-conflict situation; 
Migration policy in Europe; 
Youth IDPs’ and migrants inclusion mechanisms
Objectives of the meeting are: 

To identify main problems of the migrant and IDP Youth and find ways of their resolution; 
Promote cooperation among European youth and work out common vision on migrant/IDP policy; 
Share an experience of successful and unsuccessful inclusion activities; 
Work out youth inclusion mechanisms of migrant/IDP youth; Develop understanding and cooperation among different nations; 
Methodology: The training provides a transparent learning process on migration and IDP issues. We create environment for personal and professional development of the participants. Considering recommendations given in Compass and T-Kit, the trainers use methods of non-formal education during the meeting: Icebreakers; workshops; Teambuilding activities; Working in the small and larger groups; Intercultural learning, intercultural evening. 
During the 4-day meeting, participants will work on preparing a joint project on IDP problems.
