WAKE UP – multi culti videoklip
Project: Action 1.1. Youth Exchange

Brief description:

The main aim of the exchange WAKE UP is creating MULTI KULTI videoclip full of different styles of dances /latino, hip hop, folk, capoeira,…/ , multicoulors culture and to wake up youngsters to active life. Videoclip will be filmed in one clapper as a tool for multicultural teamwork and social inclusion. Dances will be performed in the streets in the town and the final event will be filming  MULTI KULTI videoclip WAKE UP. The project idea is to connect different cultures, social backgrounds through movement, empower social inclusion. Videoclip Wake Up was already realized in local level and because it was successful for the local community we are organizing WAKE UP without borders.  

The project participants will plan and prepare choreographies to be performed in final common videoclip WAKE UP recording in one clapper. The dance story for WAKE UP videoclip is Dancing through Continents. As a part of project are dance’s workshops in the town, what will be possibility for local people to learn and afterwards take part in the videoclip. 

Videoclip will be filmed in the centre of the town on which participants - dancers will dance the final dances. 

The main project topic and activities include: dance and culture.

In „WAKE UP“ videoclip will be included at least 3 different dance`s styles /hip hop, latino, folk, capoeira,…/ 
The idea of an exchange program in these parts:

· Getting skills and abilities in self-expression and body language 

· Creating the direction of videoclip
· Planning, determining and practicing the choreographies, roles for the videoclip. Planned implementation of the technicalities and practicalities.
· Workshops of the dances for local community – street art session. Promoting dances of the final choreographies dances /schools, non-formal spaces, street/ before final videoclip day.
· Ongoing evaluation of youth activities and analysis, learning from the experience.

Participants: 4 countries, 5 youngsters + 1 leader – basic level of English recommended
Age of participants: 17 – 25 years old
Objectives:  
Through non-formal methods:

- to encourage multicultural teamwork
- make growth personal skills and abilities of the participants
- involve disadvantage groups in the social process 
- gain skills in self-expressions through movements
- get new skills of technical arrangements 
- motivate youngsters to be more active
- promote healthy and active way of life 
- encourage young people to put ideas in the action
- empower participation of young people in the civic life of their town
Financial costs: Accommodation, food, program costs and 70% travel costs will be covered by the Youth in Action program and 30% of travel costs will be paid by participates.
