1. Accommodation Details:

During your stay in Lviv  you will be accommodated at the hotel «Lviv», which  is placed in the city center .
2. Visa:

There is no visa entry to Ukraine for all citizens of EU, Norwey, Iceland, Lichtenstein, Switzerland, USA Canada, Japan and most of the post Soviet Countries.  We will provide Official Invitation for those who need it.
3. Internet Access:

The hotel is in the city center, there is wi – fi  Internet access near by. Also there are lots of internet cafés in the city.

4. Travel & health insurance:

This is very important for you!  You are strongly advised to have health insurance, or any similar document. 

5. Currency and money: 

Ukrainian currency is hryvnia.

6. Clothes: 

Official dress code is required.
7. Travell support:


There are an international airoport in Lviv and Kyiv ( capital of Ukraine) if you wish to travel by plane and there are bus and train stations. We will meet you at any of these places in Lviv. If you flight to Kyiv you can catch the night train to Lviv. It costs around 10 Euro. It is recommended that you let us know from which city you are planning to go, and we will tell you the best way to get to Lviv. 


If you decide to travel by plain it will be much cheaper to flight to Poland. And catch the bus or the train to Lviv. Note: that you might need visa to Poland !
